CAMP INFORMATION – PLEASE READ 
 
 
Dear Parents and Fellow Campers: 
 
It's time again to welcome you to "Camp Looney Tunes" for 2008.  Great plans are in store for 
you and we're certain you will enjoy every minute that you spend with us.  Our camp is designed 
for children from age 6 to 12 years of age.  Children who will be turning 13 during the summer 
months are NOT eligible for camp.  We will be accepting approximately 125 children this year. 
 
For those of you who have joined us in the past, please pay particular attention to the changes 
that have been made in the application procedure.  To register for a place in our Summer Camp 
Program, please fill out the forms included in the packet and return them to us completely filled 
out, signed, and with a deposit as soon as possible.  Your child will not be enrolled until we 
receive the paperwork and deposit.  Please see schedule for payments.  All fees are non-
refundable.   
 
Your child(ren's) physical is due by the first day of Camp (June 16).  As usual, our camp is on a 
first-come, first-served basis.  Children who are in our after-school program are not 
automatically enrolled in the summer camp program.  Camp will be in session from June 16 
until August 22 
 
 A MINI CAMP may be offered the week of August 25-29 depending on 
availability of staff.  Look for sign-up sheet in July. 
 
A list of trips is included in your packet as well as a list of all summer lunches. The lunch days 
are not mandatory so you may sign up for as many or as few as you wish.  Please return these 
slips, with payment, at the time of registration. 
 
The summer camp children will also have the option of going to Pennbryn Pool on Wednesdays 
and Fridays (we walk over and back, weather permitting).  Children MUST have a valid pool 
membership in order to go.  Tags may be purchased from the Abington Parks and Recreation 
Office in the Community Center Building. 
 
We will be happy to help 
you any way we can.    We hope you enjoy your summer with us and we look forward to having 
your comments at the end of the season.
